Phase 2 return to campus


Phase 1 was the return of Final Year Medical Students, which has already happened.
Phase 2 will be the return of a very small group of students, which includes some residence students (identified by the Dept of Student Affairs) and Postgrad students who need access to labs to complete their research (identified by their departments.).


The take home message is that a very small percentage across the University will be returning in Phase 2. 
 
The students who have been identified will be sent invitations to return by the OVC. Permits for travel will be issued centrally by the Office of the Vice-Chancellor (OVC).
 
Should a student want to return to Cape Town for personal reasons, and they are not on the approved list, they will need to complete Form 6 of the COGTA Regulation which they can download from the EBE Information 2020 Vula site. They will need to take it to their nearest SAPS office.
