Policy Statement:

The EBE Faculty as a matter of policy encourages the best postgraduate students to make full use of the educational opportunities available.  To this end it will grant fee rebates to research students (thesis candidates, dissertation only, and course-plus research candidates) in approved cases for courses taken to enrich their curricula, that do not count towards/satisfy programme requirements.  Students wishing to take advantage of this must apply via Heads of Department.

Postgraduates may be granted curriculum enrichment fee rebates for approved courses which are over and above programme requirements.  These courses could be of two types:-

1. Courses taken in preparation for the research component of the degree, e.g. a course in research methodology or professional communication.

2. Courses taken to provide adequate background in a specialization area.

Such rebates will only be considered for students in: 

· ‘Research-only’ programmes (where the research component comprises the entire programme, such as full Masters research students and PhD students);

· Course-plus-research programmes (where the dissertation component typically comprises 120 credits).

The courses must also fulfil the following requirements:

(i) Be in an area cognate to the area of study of the student;
(ii) Not exceed 3 courses (i.e. maximum of 50 credits overall) for the programme
Curriculum enrichment fee rebates will not normally be granted to students in:

· ‘Taught Programmes’, i.e. programmes where the bulk of the credits come from taught courses (typically, a minimum of 2/3rds of the curriculum)

Note:  In cases where approval is given, the student registers for the course in the usual way (at registration time or via change of curriculum), the course fee is charged to his/her fee account, and the faculty processes a credit to the fee account equal to the fee, from a designated faculty source.
